Тип урока: комбинированный.

Используемые технологии: коммуникативная, проектная.

Формы работы: индивидуальная, парная, групповая, коллективная.

Цель урока: развитие коммуникативной компетенции учащихся; ознакомление и закрепление Complex Object.

Задачи:

Ход урока.

1. Warm up.
T: How are you? How is your mood? 
Look at the screen. (You are welcome) (Slide 1)

Have you ever heard these words? (When we are glad to see somebody)

I am glad to see you.

Today there are guests in our lesson.

Are we glad to see them? (You are welcome)

What is the topic of our lesson? You’ll know if you do this puzzle.
What was your hometask?

What are we going to do at the lesson? (We’ll read, understand, discuss, revise grammar, words)

You are quite right. And you’ll know about Complex Object. We’ll try to practice it in reading and speaking.
Let’s begin with our hometask.

I’d like you to be active, attentive and work hard.

2. Checking the hometask.

3. Grammar “Complex Object”

T: I desire you to study the information yourselves, then discuss it with your partner and answer the questions about grammar.

You should do exercise 4, page 107 in written form. Check yourselves.

T: I ask you to read the information about the campaigns and match it with the posters. (Ex. 2a, p. 105-106) (A-3; B-1; C-5,6; D-4; E-2; F-7).

Name the sentences with Complex Object. 
Well done!
Relaxing minute.

5. Making up dialogues and stories. (We are for healthy lifestyle)
T: These are British campaigns slogans. 
British youth take an active part in campaigns. What concerns our country, are there any campaigns in our country?
Which campaigns do you know? (Anti-smoking, ecological, anti-drugs, presidential…) (Slide 4)

These are campaigns posters and slogans of the students of our school. I want you to examine them and name them. These are the last ones.
(“I Choose the Life”, “The Rules of Health”, “Sports against Drugs”, “The Youth Choice is to Be Healthy”, “The Week of Kindness”, “Everything Best is for my Mum”, “The Contest of mascots for the II-nd European Games”)
What topic is the main? (Health)
Do you agree that this topic is very important for everybody?

Let’s open debate. Try to prove that. What should we do to be healthy? 
What do you do to be in good health? What is your slogan? 
That’s really nice.

6. Listening comprehensive and discussing.
Let’s continue our working. You should listen attentively and answer the questions.

What is Kerry’s typical day?

What does Kerry do to keep her figure?

What is Kerry’s advice to beginners?

Now your task is to give this information in slogans or posters. You’ll work in groups.
