Урок в 10 классе по теме «Дом/квартира моей мечты»
Цель: совершенствование навыков говорения по теме; совершенствование грамматических навыков; совершенствование навыков чтения.
 Задачи:

1. Развивать навыки восприятии речи на слух с использованием аутентичных материалов, развивать коммуникативные навыки;

2. Расширять словарный запас, кругозор учащихся путем получения дополнительной информации;

3. Воспитывать интерес к изучению иностранного языка, любовь к своему дому, семье, родине. 
Оборудование: доска, компьютер, учебник «Английский язык для 10 класса» авторов Юхнель Н. В., Наумова Е. Г., Демченко Н. В., рабочая тетрадь, наглядный материал, карточки для самостоятельной работы.
1. Warming up and introduction. Hello dear pupils, I’m glad to see you. How are you today? Today is Monday. Do you agree that Monday is the most difficult day of the week? Why (not)? Anyway we are not going to speak about the days of the week. We are going to speak about houses and flats. So the topic of our lesson is The house/flat of my dream. But we will not only speak, we’ll also watch a video, we’ll do some listening comprehension, at the end of the lesson you’ll also have some independent work and of course a lot of discussion during the lesson. 
2. So let’s start our lesson. I’d like to start it with a proverb (which is written on the blackboard) «Home is an invention on which no one has yet improved». Do you agree with it? Why (not)?
3. We learn English at school but we don’t learn only the language itself, we also need to know something about the country, about its culture and traditions, the way of living in general. And I’d like you to watch a video (Window on Britain, Homes and houses) about a typical English house. There are two aims of watching this video. The first one is to know something about the country and the other one is to get some ideas about the house of your dream. After watching it, be ready to answer some questions. 

The questions are the following:

Where do most British people live?

What types of houses are there in Britain?

What are the houses like inside?

What kinds of rooms are there in the house?

What modern appliances have been mentioned?

Are kettles very important? How many cups of tea does an average British person drink?

Do they prefer a shower or a bath?

Do the love gardening?

Do they keep pets at home? What pets are they?

4. So, that was the description of the house and now I’m going to read a text about a flat (a dream flat). (Some new words and their transcription are written on the blackboard). The text is from the textbook (ex. 3, p. 52). But there are some blanks in it. So, you need to listen to it very attentively as you’ll need to complete the text. (The tape script is downloaded from www.adu.by). (After listening children need to read the whole text aloud to check if they have done the completion of the text correctly.) The information from the text also gives you some ideas about a dream house or flat. 
5. Now it’s time to have a rest, you deserve it and it’ll help you as the lesson isn’t finished yet and you’ll need to work a little bit more. 
Raise your hands up in the air

To your sides, touch your hair

Stamp your feet upon the ground

Clap your hands and then sit down.

(if time allows it can be done twice).

6. And now may be the most difficult part of the lesson because you are given some prompts and when you complete them you’ll have a text which describes your house/flat. If you don’t like or want to change some sentences you can do it because it will be your house or flat. (Pupils are given 5 – 7 minutes to complete it)
The prompt is the following:
 The house of my dream - Дом моей мечты
Dreams are very useful because they help to define our aims and wishes. I like to dream and I often imagine my future home. I’d like to live in … . I hope that there will be … near my house. A beautiful … will surround my place. Let’s imagine that we open the … and welcome inside.
   On the ground floor you can see … . The … is cosy with all modern … . We have running cold and hot water, …, …, and …, … . These appliances help to save our time. The kitchen is done in … style. It’s nice when our family gets together in the evenings and shares the news.

The living-room is … with big windows. I don’t want to have much furniture in it, just a …, a …, and … . I like when my friends visit us and we have a big dining table for such special occasions.

The … is the place where I work. To my mind there should be a …, a …, many bookcases with books, a computer with all other necessary appliances like printer, etc.  
      This is my dream and I haven’t imagined all the details rather clearly. By the time this dream comes true everything will be planned. And I’ll invite you to visit the house of my dream.       
7. Let’s listen to some texts/ideas. 2 – 3 pupils read aloud their stories. 
8. Our lesson will be over soon and I’d like to ask you some questions: did you like the lesson?; did you get any useful information?; what was the most interesting part of the lesson?; what was the most difficult part of the lesson? 
And now I’ll give you some sad and happy faces. So if you like the lesson you’ll choose a happy face, if you don’t like the lesson you’ll choose a sad face and on the blackboard you are given 3 different houses: the house of interest, the house of knowledge and the house of boredom. You need to choose the house you have been during the lesson and stick the chosen face onto it. 
The pupils make their choice and we see the results of the lesson. After this the pupils are given their marks and homework which is to make up a story about their dream house or flat. The lesson is over, good bye.
