Here is a house in the wood. 
A mouse is running through the wood. 
It stops at the door. 
It knocks at the door. 
Mouse: Who lives in this house? Oh, it’s empty. Then I shall live in this house.
Here is a house in the wood. 
A frog is running through the wood. 
It stops at the door. 
It knocks at the door. 
Frog: Who lives in this house?
Mouse: I do, the Mouse. And who are you? 
Frog: I am the Frog. May I live in your house? 
Mouse: Yes, you may. Come in please! 
Here is a house in the wood. 
A cook is running through the wood. 
It stops at the door. 
It knocks at the door. 
Cock: Who lives in this house? 
Frog and Mouse: We do, the frog and the mouse. And who are you? 
Cock: I am the cock. May I live in your house? 
Frog and Mouse: Yes, you may. Come in, please! 
Here is a house in the wood. 
A hen is running through the wood. 
It stops at the door. 
It knocks at the door. 
Hen: Who lives in this house? 
Frog, Cock, and Mouse: We do the Frog, the Mouse, and the Cock. And who are you? 
Hen: I am the Hen. May I live in your house? 
Frog, Cock, and Mouse: Yes, you may. Come in, please!

Puppy: Good morning, Hen.

Hen: Say «Cluck, cluck.”
Puppy: Oh, no. That is what the hen says. Little dogs bark.

Pig: Good morning, Spot. 
Puppy: Good morning, Pig.
Pig: Why are you so sad?
Puppy: I am sad because I do not know how to bark.
Pig: Say «Grunt, grunt”.
Puppy: Oh, no. That is what the pig says. Little dogs bark.
So Spot walks and walks and he meets a cow.
Cow: Good morning, Spot. 
Puppy: Good morning, Cow.
Cow: Why are you so sad?
Puppy: I am sad because I do not know how to bark.
Cow: Say «moo - moo”.
Puppy: Oh, no. That is what the cow says. Little dogs bark.
So Spot walks and walks and he meets a goat.
Goat: Good morning, Spot. 
Puppy: Good morning, Goat.
Goat: Why are you so sad?
Puppy: I am sad because I do not know how to bark.
Goat: Say «Mhe – mhe”.
Puppy: Oh, no. That is what the goat says. Little dogs bark.
So Spot walks and walks and he meets a cock.
Cock: Good morning, Spot. 
Puppy: Good morning, Cock.
Cock: Why are you so sad?
Puppy: I am sad because I do not know how to bark.
Cock: Say «Cock-a doodle -doo”.
Puppy: Oh, no. That is what the cock says. Little dogs bark.
So Spot walks and walks and he meets a rabbit.
Rabbit: Good morning, Spot. 
Puppy: Good morning, Rabbit.
Rabbit: Why are you so sad?
Puppy: I am sad because I do not know how to bark.
Rabbit: Look, Spot!
	Spot looks and sees a cat. 
Cat:  Mew-mew.
Puppy: Bow –wow, bow-wow.
I hope you’ve enjoyed the play. Clap your hands. Let’s have a rest and play a game. 
Now we’ll show you another play “Which Piece is Mine?”
Which Piece is Mine?
	The cat and the rabbit are good friends. One day in the wood they find a big piece of cheese. They like cheese very much.
Cat: You cut the cheese into two pieces. Then we’ll each have a piece.
Rabbit: I’ll make the pieces the same size.
(He cuts the cheese into two pieces. But one piece is a little bigger than the other).
Cat :( Taking the bigger piece). I’ll take this piece.
Rabbit: Don’t take it. I want this piece. 
(The Fox walks by).
Rabbit: Dear Fox, we have two pieces of cheese. I want the bigger piece. The cat wants the bigger piece too. Which piece is mine?
Fox: I’ll help you. I’ll bite the bigger piece so they will be I’ll bite it. 
(She bites the cheese, but she bites off too much.)
Cat: Now the other piece is bigger.
Fox: That’s all right. I’ll bite it too.
(but she bites off too much again.)
Rabbit:  Now the first piece is bigger again.
Fox: I’ll bite it again. Then they will be the same size.
(This time she eats up the first piece.)
Cat: I don’t see the first piece.
Fox: Now I’ll eat the other piece too. Then they will be the same size.
