Тема: Дом моего друга
Тип урока: комбинированный
Форма работы: индивидуальная, парная.

Задачи урока: способствовать совершенствованию навыков восприятия и понимания иноязычной речи на слух и навыков чтения, развитию  навыков монологической речи по теме «My house»; создать условия для развития речевых умений учащихся, внимания и памяти; способствовать воспитанию  взаимоуважения и чувства ответственности.
Оборудование: учебник, компьютеры, электроннный тренажер MagicBox3, раздаточный материал (карточки с заданиями+тексты для аудирования, аудио- и видеоматериалы, EasyQuizzy tests.
I. Warming-up 
T: Good morning, boys and girls! I’m glad to see you. How are you?
Cl: We are fine, thanks. And how are you?
T: I’m OK, thank you. Sit down, please.

T: Today we continue to talk about flats and houses. At our lesson we are going to revise words and word combinations to improve your vocabulary skills and talk about your friend’s house. 
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T: Now, boys and girls, look at the blackboard. Here you see two proverbs. Let’s read and translate them.
There is no place like home.
East or West, home is best.
Do you agree with them?
Now I want you to answer my questions:
 Do you live in a house or in a flat?
How many rooms are there in your house/flat?
What room is your favourite?
T: And now let’s play a memory game. Look at the screen and listen to Twinky’s story about his new house. Be attentive. You’re to answer what rooms he has got.

T: It’s time to check your homework. At home you were to read and translate the text about houses in Twinkyland. (p.28,ex 2)

A) Look through Twinky’s story and say what is different between our houses and houses in Twinkyland.(p. 28, ex. 2b)
B) Correct the wrong sentences (p. 28, ex. 2c)
C) Look at the pictures and tell the difference between these two rooms
